I really don’t have any kind of a structured program to present.  I just want to sit down with folks to encourage them to sign up as DNAP volunteers.  As DNAP volunteers, participants can get involved at whatever level suits them, from just simply keeping an eye on the preserves in your region to let park staff assigned to the preserve know if there are any maintenance or vandalism problems that the park staff needs to take care of, to actually getting involved in habitat management or maintenance work projects similar to what Columbus Audubon does.  Actually the role volunteers can play is limited only by participant’s energy levels and imagination.  Parks just simply does have enough staff to do everything that needs to be accomplished on the nature preserves.  We can also discuss what other “Friends of the Preserves” groups are doing in other parts of the state.
